I grew up with my Dad, because my parents had been divorced.

It was interesting because for about 4 years I kept moving back and forth between my dad and mom, my mom and grandma and my grandma and mom again. It was like a triangle.

My brother and I didn’t like that our dad lived as if he had forgotten that he had two children he should be taking care of.  He cared for his girlfriend instead.

So one day we told him we would move to our mom’s, because she offered to have us live with her.

It was just great in the beginning, during the first year. But during the following two years it gradually got worse and worse.

We started having arguments; there were restrictions, pressure and blaming each other for things all the time.

That was too much for me. I just couldn’t handle it.

A huge breakthrough in my life was meeting Ina, because she has changed my life a lot.

I remember standing at the door, thinking about the drama I was supposed to put together that evening.

At our church there was no one who could help me with it.

I kept telling myself. Gosh; I can’t do it on my own.

I have no idea why but I thought about a guy that I had met about a month ago; this David.

I decided to ask him.  I’m still not sure why.  I can’t explain it. But somehow I knew that David was the one.

So I found him and told him about it. 

He was very surprised at first but eventually decided to go for it.

That’s how it all started. 

Our drama group got started; not only would we perform for our church but also for the public audience in our hometown of Pisek. 

But more importantly, our friendship got started that day.

I grew up in a very different home, so his situation was something new for me.

And because I really loved David and I still do, it really hurt me to see that he was hurting; he was sad because he didn’t know where to go at night.  He couldn’t bear it at home anymore and just needed to get away.

As we became closer friends, I longed for a better place for him; a place where he would feel better than at home; a place where he could trust people and feel the way I feel in my own family.

And during that time I started to bring him to my home more and more.

She took me home for breakfast. 

Her mom is my Czech teacher at school and she was the one preparing breakfast.

I felt awkward being in their home, having breakfast at my teacher’s house! 

I felt weird about it but when she came… Ina’s mom was just excited that I was there.

What Ina and her family actually gave me was love. I had never in my life experienced such love. Basically, I could sense some kind of love from my grandma but not from the rest of my family.

What she’s given to me was amazing. I could confide in her, I could tell her everything. 

She was like a sister to me.  I’ve always wanted to have an older sister and suddenly, she was there for me.

Her mom would care about me, asking how I was, if I was doing O.K., if I needed anything, if I had enough money when I went somewhere…making sure I was well, that I wasn’t lacking anything.

So speaking of this love experience…

I think that every human being has the desire to be loved and it was the same for me…

The first experiences where I started to realize some things about love were through sports, traveling and watching interesting movies.

These are the things that would fill my life; things that I used to spend a lot of time on.

And to some extent they helped me to understand, later on in my life, the whole message of the gospel.

In addition, there was also the area of relationships with girls that meant a lot to me. I invested a lot into those relationships. 

One of the things that would shock me over and over was the “Eros” love—meaning a relationship that involves the physical attraction; how much I was willing to put into that kind of relationship in the beginning and how it never lasted.

Giving would be replaced with my wanting to receive more than I was willing to give. So the relationship continued but love gradually faded away.

I experienced much game-playing, much pain and hurt in these relationships. In my own life there are scars caused by relationships that I’ll have to bear for the rest of my life. And they can’t be erased.

In my case, I couldn’t understand why there was so much pain connected with love, love that was so lifted up and praised in movies, media and everywhere around us.

This change in my life was triggered when I came to realize that God had chosen us as the objects of his love.

It didn’t happen at church or at some church gathering but it happened in a movie theater.

There I realized, while watching the movie “The Bodyguard”, that Kevin Costner decided he would show love by protecting the singer…

…not because it would be a good business move for him and he would get a lot of money as in the beginning of the movie, but this time he did it out of love. 

The sacrifice he was about to make was his own choice.

Somewhere in the Bible it is written: “Greater love has no one than this, that he lays down his life for his friends“. 

I was fascinated by that. It was in that moment when I realized that God was someone I wanted to know in a deeper way.
