Mentor - David Novak:

When I was attending basic school and I think it was like this at high school as well, we had our so-called ‘Required Reading’.

And it worked like this: A teacher would give us a list of, let’s say 10 books, and we could choose to read one or two books out of the list and then were supposed to write about it in our journals.

I remember we chose the books based not on how interesting they were for us but on which of the books was the thinnest. 

Later on, I found out that there are books that might be rather thick, yet people can read them in one sitting and don’t mind at all that the book is so thick. In fact, sometimes they wish it was even thicker and had more episodes.

For example, Lord of the Rings. I think it has three episodes. And it was very easy to read. I can imagine it having even more episodes.

One of the thicker books is the Bible. 

And the question I ask myself is:  What is so interesting about this book that people would read it even though it’s so thick?
The Bible can be read in a similar way as if you were watching the movie Matrix.

I’ve seen this movie several times and I must admit that when I saw it for the first, even the second time, I didn’t really understand it.

I think what was hard for me to understand was that there were two realities mixing together.

The reality that is visible and the reality represented by the Matrix program, the reality which, to our eyes, is invisible.

In one scene of the movie, Morpheus offers to show Neo an invisible reality that he doesn’t know.

What he meant by that was the invisible world of the Matrix.

Neo then accepts the offer and that moment changes the course of the entire movie.

In the Bible, we can also read about things we cannot see at first glance.

I suppose that many of you are dating someone or love someone.

And I’m sure you’re not only interested in the appearance of that person; but also the qualities of the person which are invisible. They matter since the person is important to you.

When I look at the world around me, at flowers, trees, nature in general…

I can see it only as the gathering of atoms, as matter and that’s it.  Or I can perceive it as creation, as something that is beautiful because someone created that beauty.

One of the Bible’s authors is named Paul and he writes in a passage that there are two worlds; the visible and the invisible.

He goes on to say: “We fix our eyes not on what is seen”, meaning the world around us, “but also on the things that are unseen”; by this he means the spiritual dimension
