Melanie & I are on our way down to Louisiana for probably our final trip there for quite a while.  We will be connecting with some of our friends and partners there as well as working with a team of 30 coming in for the weekend.  We are excited that KPDQ radio talk show host, Georgene Rice will be on the team.  She will be reporting live from the Gulf Coast as well as reporting on her time there during her show in the following weeks.  We are excited for this opportunity to remind folks of the ongoing need there and challenge folks for continued involvement in the ongoing recovery efforts.  Please pray with us for an effective weekend of ministry and for others to respond to the need.
 
This last week we spent quite a bit of time working on visa applications.  That included doctor visits for all of us, chest x-rays, obtaining certified birth and marriage certificates and my college transcripts.  We also received our FBI criminal clearance.  The FBI website said it normally takes 16-18 weeks to get it and we had it back in three weeks.  The same day we also received our sponsorship letter from Australia, the last piece we need to apply for our visas.  Please pray as the all the paperwork is sent in that it would move quickly through the system without any hang-ups or red flags.
 
As you may have noticed, our support level has only gone up one percent in the last three weeks.  We are seeking to be diligent in talking with folks and casting the vision and trusting God for the outcome.  God is much more patient than we are, though!  Please continue to make the ongoing support need and our visa application process a matter of prayer.  Those are the primary two items that need to be resolved before we can move.
